Springtime, and you know what that means…lots to get done and look forward to as we head towards the end of another school year.


Just another reminder to all junior students: register for and take the SAT’s!  If you haven’t done so, you can still register for the May 2 SAT by March 31, and the June 6 test date by May 5.  Remember, the more you take it and become familiar with it, the better your results will be. Just log on to www.collegeboard.com to register.

Also a good idea to take the ACT, along with the SAT.  Since ALL colleges accept either one, it is to your benefit to take both just in case you happen to score higher on one over the other.  The last two test dates for the ACT are April 4 and June 13, with the registration deadlines being Feb 27 and May 8, respectively.  To register, log on to www.actstudent.org.

Just a friendly reminder…Now that you have taken the PSAT and you have your score report, have you logged on to “My College Quickstart” on the College Board website?  Don’t forget to utilize this valuable source to practice and prepare for the SAT’s and to find out more info on colleges, etc.

FINALLY… To all senior students: Please submit a copy of your letter(s) of acceptance from the colleges to Ms. Rodriguez as soon as possible!  You should have begun to receive them by now, or at least by the end of April.  If not, contact the college admissions as soon as possible.

AND… Remember, all males who are 18 years of age MUST register with the Selective Service!   Do not delay or ignore this!  It is vital and it is THE LAW!
